In Case You Missed it…

Professor Jenny McPhee, Director of the Center for Applied Liberal Arts, was
a co-chair at The Women's Leadership Forum (WLF), along with Dr. Karen
Jackson-Weaver, Senior Associate Vice President for Global Faculty
Engagement and Innovation Advancement at OGI. The WLF recently held an
event featuring Dr. Laurie Weingart, co-author of The No Club: Putting a Stop
to Women’s Dead-End Work. Dr. Weingart discussed how cross-sector
research demonstrates that women bear a disproportionate burden of non-
promotable tasks (NPTs)—tasks that are important to the organization but
don’t advance careers. The timeliness of this conversation is demonstrated by
the recent article, “Female Faculty: Beware of the Non-Promotable Task,” in
The Chronicle of Higher Education. The WLF fosters leadership development,
facilitates professional growth, and sponsors opportunities for outreach among
women-identifying leaders at NYU, as well as emerging leaders and those who
aspire to leadership roles within the University.

Adjunct Professor Todd Cherches has been teaching his “Leadership and
Team Building” graduate course in the SPS DPB Human Capital Management
master’s program for the past 12 years, and just had a byline piece
published in The New York Times on how he incorporates the newspaper
into his pedagogy.

Recently, Clinical Professor Jason Chung of the Tisch Institute for Global
Sport participated on a panel at the Esports Business Summit. The panel,
entitled "No One Owns Baseball: Understanding the Role of IP," focused on the
role of IP and what are the implications for businesses that operate in the
esports industry. Professor Chung specifically spoke on IP issues in esports
and how monetization in the industry is constrained by having to go through
publishers.

Dean Angie Kamath attended the inaugural New York University West Coast
Alumni Conference this past weekend in San Francisco. She gave a talk about
the NYU SPS Metaverse Collaborative along with Senior Fellow Marc
Beckman.

New Initiatives
Congratulations to DAUS Clinical Professor Chyng-Feng Sun! The
Connecticut State Education Resource Center has approved plans to use her
documentary film Latinos Beyond Reel to Connecticut public high schools.  Her
film was chosen to be part of the model curriculum for Connecticut’s African
American/Black and Puerto Rican/Latino Course of Studies.  This legislated
course (CT PA 19-12) is a full-year elective in each high school across the
state. It was piloted last year in 58 schools, and over 1,000 students have
taken it.  Beginning this year, Connecticut high schools must offer the course to
their students.

To the Metaverse and Beyond - NYU undergraduate students Ethan Morali
(College of Arts and Sciences) and Harrison Koeppel (Schack) were finalists
in the CoreNet Global Academic Challenge which took place this month in
Chicago.  The students were charged to develop strategies for a corporate real
estate portfolio to take maximum advantage of the metaverse and associated
property technologies.
